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General information 
The IP Audio encoder is controlled trough a build in WEB Server and a standard web browser

DB9009-TX SET-UP REQUIREMENTS
Prior to implementing the below written adjustments, the following requirements should be 

fulfilled:

•	 DB9009-TX should be connected to a Network (Internet or Local connection).
•	 DB9009-TX could be set with dynamic IP.
•	 Properly	configured	Icecast	Server	with	static	IP.	
•	 You will have to make sure that the Icecast server port is properly NAT forwarded.

The	combination	of	these	parameters	will	define	the	stream	bitrate	(see	Bitrate Guide table at 
the bottom of this screen).

12. In order for the server to accept the audio feed, the username and password (preliminary 

assigned	to	the	server)	should	be	written	in	the	relevant	fields.	PLEASE NOTE that in 
most cases the user name is “source” and cannot be changed;

13. Specify Mount point of the Icecast Server;
14. Press [Save] to save the changes.
